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Freqguently Asked Questions

Before You Register, Important Things to Know:
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In order to register for Marathon for the Cure®, you must be at least 18 years
old on the date the event commences.

All donations must be postmarked by 15 days after your event in order for
you to get credit for the donations in your fundraising balance.

All runners must review and complete the online credit card authorization
form in order to complete your registration process. No exceptions.

All runners participating in one of our official marathon partner races,
including all marathons and half marathons listed on
marathonforthecure.org, who have not already registered for the race must
agree to fundraise a minimum amount for Susan G. Komen for the Cure®.
For most of our official marathon partner races, this minimum fundraising
amount is $2,200. If you have not raised your committed minimum
donation by 30 days post race day, your credit card will be charged to bring
your balance up to the minimum donation amount. No exceptions.

If you have already registered to run in one of our official marathon partner
races, you will need to confirm your race entry during the Marathon for the
Cure®, registration process and agree to fundraise a minimum of $1,500.
Marathon for the Cure®, will provide each runner with tools to aid in
reaching their minimum donation commitment; however, each runner
(whether you are running a half or full marathon) is responsible for meeting
his or her own fundraising commitment and is solely responsible and liable
for conducting all aspects of his or her fundraising activities in a safe and
lawful manner.

When you commit to the fundraising minimum, this number is set to keep
our program costs low to ensure your donations are used to maximize our
investment in breast cancer research, screening, education and treatment.
All participants must have medical insurance at the time of the event in
order to participate.

All registration fees and donations are non-refundable and non-transferable.
No exceptions.

All runners are subject to the rules of the marathon with which they register.

Can | transfer to another marathon once | have already registered for one
marathon?

No. Due to the limited number of entries allotted to us by our marathon
partners, we are not able to transfer. Once you have registered for a marathon
or half marathon, you have committed to that event and must train for and run
in that event.

Can | transfer money to other participants or events?

No.

What if, for any reason, including injury, | am not able to participate in the
event?
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If you decide not to participate in the event for any reason, you will still be
committed to the fundraising minimum. If you are injured, please contact
Marathon for the Cure® to determine whether your participation may be
transferred to a future Marathon for the Cure® event taking place after your
injury has healed. All donations processed by Susan G. Komen for the Cure®
are non-refundable and non-transferable. If you are unable to participate in the
event, your donations cannot be refunded nor can they be transferred to
another participant. Your donations will go directly to the cause as if you had
participated, and we hope your donors will appreciate supporting Susan G.
Komen for the Cure regardless of your participation.

What if | am not able to raise the minimum amount 30 days post marathon
date?

All donations must be postmarked by 15 days after your event to ensure time to
process. If you have not raised your fundraising minimum of $2200 or $1500,
as applicable, Susan G. Komen for the Cure® will charge your credit card (that
you have pre-approved for us to keep on file through the credit card
authorization form) to bring your donation balance up to meet your minimum
fundraising requirement. No exceptions.

How do | register to run for one of Marathon for the Cure®’s official
partners? (Any marathon or half marathon listed on
marathonforthecure.org)

Go to www.marathonforthecure.org, Select a marathon location and date and
complete the registration process. You will be guided through a step-by-step
registration process, including payment of your registration fee. All runners
must fill in the credit card authorization form and pay a non-refundable
registration fee. The entry fee does not count toward your fundraising
minimum.

After your registration is confirmed, you will receive a welcome packet by mail
that includes a t-shirt. You will also receive donation forms and fundraising
templates by e-mail, as well as information about how you can use our online
tools (including a personalized web page) to aid in fundraising, and a virtual
trainer (see #9 below)! You will receive incentive items from New Balance
when you reach various donation levels listed on marathonforthecure.org.

The top fundraiser for each marathon will win a New Balance outfit, including
pants, jacket and shoes.

Can | run a marathon that is not listed on your website?

Yes. If you want to run a marathon not included on our website (not an official
Marathon for the Cure® partner), we ask that you register for that marathon on
your own and commit to raise a minimum of $250. We cannot guarantee your
entry to the marathon you choose - it is your responsibility to register with that
marathon.

You will follow the same registration process outlined in #5. Once the credit
card form and fee is received and processed, you will receive a welcome packet
by mail that includes the same items outlined in #5. However, participants at the
$250 minimum donation level will not be eligible to receive the New Balance
incentive items, and will not be eligible to win the top fundraiser gift from New
Balance.
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Will Susan G. Komen for the Cure® provide my travel accommodations?
No. Each participant will be responsible for arranging and paying for his or her
own travel arrangements and accommodations, including hotel, meals and
transportation to and from the marathon event.

How far do we run/walk?
A half marathon is 13.1 miles and a full marathon is 26.2 miles.
